At the April meting, Dr. Moise presented the subject contribution describing syntax based on XML and Schema for the encapsulation of end-device descriptions including all C12.19 syntax and meta-data (TDL). As an action item, Dr. Moise was asked to create a new contribution to show how Sections 5 and 6 of the working document need to be changed to correct the syntax and add the “rules” for the use of XML to define the TDL and EDL. It will be based on the content of TF9906-029-7.
