A search of the standard shows that the numbering of the decades shows up in only the Table of Contents and the corresponding point in the document.  First table in each decade.

The definition in the document is:

DECADE (5):  A functional grouping of tables by application into groups of ten.  The tables are numbered “X0” through “X9”, with “X” representing the decade number.

The recommendation is to change the numbering of a decade to be consistent with our definition and to be specifically correct.

This means decade 1 includes table 10 – 19, decade 2 includes tables 20 – 29, etc.
