3. Updated title of IEEE Std 754-1985, based on web search.

4. Reference to ISO/IEC 646: 1991 is correct.  Used as one of the character set selections.

5. Updated reference of ISO 8859-1, based on Web search.  It is another one of the character set selections
6. Updated reference of ISO 7498, based on Web Search.  It is not explicitly referenced in C12.19, but there are references to layers of the ISO 7 layer model.
7. Remove references to IEC-10118-1 and IEC-10118-2.  They are not used in any context in C12.19.
8. Remove reference to X9.31.  It is not used in any context in C12.19.

9. Updated year of reference on Wesley book, based on web search.

10. Add AS 4140-1995,  Metering and utility information exchange - Glossary of terms.  It is cited as one of the sources in Section 3.
11. Add ANSI/IEEE100-2000, Dictionary of Electrical and Electronics Terms
