Procedure Initiate/Response Association rules

Procedure initiations (via Table 7) and procedure responses (via Table 8) are associated. This association is governed by the following rules: 

1. Session based
A new procedure request/response association is instantiated upon logon and destroyed upon logoff.

2. Network association based
A new procedure request/response association is instantiated for each new network association and destroyed after one hour of inactivity for that network association. 

3. Extended association
A procedure request/response association can be extended beyond a session or a network association by using the Extends procedure association (Procedure x), Restore procedure association (Procedure y).
