4.2 TF9906-027-5 – Mr. Tucker

Mr. Tucker distributed proposed revisions to Section 9.1.1, Table 00, definition of the field TM_FORMAT and Section 6.3.1 to reach sub-second capability. It was noted that at present there are no table structures that use this format. There was also discussion about the need to add with a modification to add S_TIME DATE to Section 6.3.1, but it was the consensus that it was unnecessary.

4.3 TF0107-062-2 – Mr. V. Nguyen

At the last meeting, Messrs. Rush and Nguyen were asked to work together to determine whether metric units for gas tables can be completed. At this meeting, Mr. Nguyen presented the subject contribution. There are no direct conversions from English to SI units. For example, in the table on G_INPUT_OUTPUT_PIPE, Value 1 in English is 0.5 inch and in SI it is 21.3 mm, rather than 12.7 mm (13 mm), because there are no 13 mm gas pipes, and so on. Therefore, the table values convert to those shown in the proposed table. The key element is the “Value” column.

It was proposed to accept the contribution in principle and to add a gas nameplate code 2 to Table 0 and to Table 2. It was noted that reference to Table 16 in Section 5.7.2 is incorrect – it should be Table 15. It was also suggested that proposed Section 5.7.1 be deleted.
