At the April meeting, there was discussion as to whether Section 5.3 concerning reserved identifier suffixes such as _TBL needs to be strengthened to exclude possible use with normal identifiers.

4.2 TF0104-055-9 (User Defined Table Extension) – Messrs. Tucker, Moise, and Burns

This issue was discussed at the January, April, and July 2002 meetings. Consensus was not reached and it was decided that the contribution will remain open. 

At this meeting, Dr. Burns reviewed TF0104-055-8, which resolved inconsistencies in TF0104-055-6 and –7 related to Decade 14, and presented TF0104-055-9 which expands on the previous contributions and introduces base type extensions that may be incorporated at the end of Tables 80-83. This merges Decade 8 and Decade 14.

, 2 opposed, 5 abstain
) to maintain the decision to use one decade.
