· Avygdor Moise presented contribution TF0002-034-1 on Power Quality. The consensus of the group was to include the Power Quality concept in its objective. Avygdor was asked to clean up his contribution and resubmit it as TF0002-034-2

· Ed Beroset presented two contributions on Syntax Tools TF0002-036-1 and Errors found in documents TF0002-035-1 

· Richard Tucker made a presentation on standard process 4 & 5 to accommodate manufacturer lists.  TF9906-025-2.  It was accepted and moved into the working document.

· Khaled Masri presented a diagram describing ANSI process for publishing addendum and Errata sheets to ANSI C12.19-19997.  It will require balloting.

· Avygdor Moise presented TF0002-037-1 on Single Line Math Expression. No closure was reached on this contribution.
· Michel Veillette gave a presentation on a concept of how decade 10 could be replaced with something easier to use and understand.  He was encouraged to make a contribution at the next meeting.
B. Action Items

· Alex Lunycz is requested to make a presentation on TF9804-004-1 on Real Time Pricing.

· Avygdor Moise is to continue work on the SLM expression (Single Line Math) and present at the next meeting as TF0002-037-2.
· Avygdor to continue work on TF9906-029-2, making it TF9906-029-3 and the intent of adding XML to the document Syntax, adding the DTD for it to an informative Annex, along with sample table description.  Discussion to be held on making XML the syntax used through out the whole document, replacing the syntax being used now.

· Avygdor to prepare a contribution on how changes get implemented in C12.19 (forward and backwards compatibility)

· Avygdor to prepare a contribution on TF0002-034-2, the revised contribution on Power Quality

· Avygdor, Michel and Jean are requested to submit revisions to TF9804-003-4.  Move control to a procedure, move status to a table, make sure load shedding application is addressed, model scheduling like done in decade 30, do not require both an action and a duration when scheduling by date and time and model logging like the history logger.
· Ed to continue work on TF0002-035-1 Errors Found and TF0002-036-1 Syntax tools and present at next meeting for consideration as a addition to the working document.

· Michael Anderson volunteered to submit revision to TF9807-011-1 for discussion at the next meeting.  This will turn Annex A into an informative annex to allow manufacturers to make use of without requiring a change to the standard.

· Michael Anderson will submit Avygdor Moise Contribution TF9909-031-3 to the chairman of C12.17SC to start the process of balloting by the ASC C12

· Michel Veillette is requested to submit modification to TF9906-027-4 – on Introduction of Microsecond Time Format.  Will be done a fractions of a second and not specifically microseconds.  This also effects the definitions (not syntax) in Table 00. 

· Michel Veillette to make a contribution on a new approach for Decade 10.
· Objectives are to be reviewed by the group to see what changes, if any, are needed.  Output of this review will help determine how much more work to C12.19 remains to assist in making a tentative schedule for completion.
· Richard to continue work on Master Default Set, TF9901-020-3, and present at next meeting.  Need to test premise with actual messages in use today.

· Terry Penn to work with Michel Veillette to make sure that change bars are kept in the working document that reflect all changes made from the beginning.  Currently this is not the case.  Effort will be made to correct this.

· The terms Open, Closed, Accepted and Superseded have been added to the bottom of the contribution list but they have not been discussed to date.  They will be discussed at the next meeting.
