NEMA OID vs. generic OID.

A motion was made to vote on document (file name C12.22 Draft for Review 12-07-after-JM0712-162.2 per 163-3-accepted and then added SC 0712-002-02-Generic-plus-JM0712-163-1.doc).  Motion passed 8 yes, 0 no, 0 abs.

It was noted that there is support for the ANSI standard having ANSI and IEEE logo.  Note for NEMA – Concerning the foreword, circulate the draft as a fresh start, without the note in the foreword.

NEMA is to circulate the C12.22 draft to C12 main for agreement to ballot.

C12 main will have a 42 day ballot period for voting on C12.22.
