OLD BUSINESS
A. XML

Marty Burns presented a new tool known as “XML Spy” which could be used to map the current syntax in the standard to XML Schema Language. Due to the fact that XML is fairly new language, it was apparent that the knowledge of XML resides among few members of the working group. A discussion took place on the pros-and-cons of XML implementation in the next revision of the standard. Publishing ANSI C12.19 electronically and making it available on the web for download, will improve its usability and popularity. Mapping ANSI C12.19 to XML could be done in one of two ways:

1. Group effort approach - Work is divided among members of the WG who will be required to learn XML. This approach will be more timely and may delay publishing the standard

2. Individual effort approach – A consultant will be hired to map the current working draft into XML. This approach will be faster but more expensive. The time to perform the mapping using this approach is approximately 2-3 months. 

· The group decided to embark on the effort of mapping the C12.19 draft into the XML Schema Language while maintaining the current system. 

· Avygdor and Marty are going to prepare a contribution on mapping to XML for the next meeting. 

· The secretary will find out NEMA’s position on making the next revision of the C12.19 standard available on the web in electronic format
