1. APPROVAL OF MINUTES

The minutes of the April 27-29, 2004 meeting in Rosslyn, VA, USA were approved by the absence of comments or negative responses.

2. Approval of the Agenda

Mr. Anderson noted a comment received regarding the attachment of the TDLXML Format and the C12.19-200N Printed Document Form to the agenda.  Members addressed the comment and noted that staff was requested to include these items on the agendas and minutes following the April 2003 meeting.  Members agreed that these items no longer have to be included in the agenda or minutes.

Dr. Moise noted that for TF0002-034-02 (Quality of Service), there were changes to Table 17 that facilitated an additional contribution number for Table 17, TF0406-126-1.  Members agreed to review that contribution in conjunction with TF0002-034-02.  

The agenda was accepted as amended.

4. working document

Mr. Penn reported that 14 of the 18 most recent contributions have been moved into the working document and he expects to have the working document complete by June 11th.

5. Action Items

5.1 TF0002-034-2 (Quality of Service) – Ms. Zinkowski and Messrs. Burns, Moise, Snyder and Veillette

At the April 2004 meeting, a task force was created to complete the development of the power quality contribution for C12.19.  Dr. Moise presented contribution (http://forums.nema.org/~ansi_c12-17/upload/TF0002-034-4-work-in-progress-may-16-2004.doc) and noted that the title was changed to Quality of Service because power quality is just a subset of quality of service and the working group should be addressing all quality of service.  Members discussed and there were several comments on the contribution (i.e. user should not have to use circular log, etc.).  Members agreed there needed to be additional work on the contribution before acceptance into the working document.  The task force agreed to update the contribution and present the final version at the July 30, 2004 conference call.

TF0406-126-1 (Table 17 Dynamic Sources) – Dr. Moise

Members were requested to review the contribution (http://forums.nema.org/~ansi_c12-17/upload/TF0406-126-1.doc) and direct all questions and comments to staff and Messrs. Anderson and Moise.  It was noted that this contribution was necessary due to the changes in TF0002-043-2.

5.2 TF0309-104-2 (Procedure Initiate and Procedure Response Operation in multi-session/multi-association environments) – Dr. Moise

Dr. Moise presented contribution (http://forums.nema.org/~ansi_c12-17/upload/TF0309-104-2.doc) and noted 3 areas for improvement within the contribution:

· The contribution does not provide a mechanism for detecting the number of procedure associations supported by the C12.19 device. It is assumed that when these procedures are available at least one association can be created. 

· The contribution does not provide the means to find out what associations are active in the C12.19 Device. 

· The contribution does not provide a mechanism to kill all associations.
Members discussed the contribution and Messrs. Anderson and Snyder agreed to work with Dr. Moise to update the contribution in preparation for the July 30, 2004 conference call.

5.3 TF0304-099-1 (Scope and Rules) – Dr. Moise
