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1. APPROVAL OF MINUTES/AGENDA

The minutes of the July 26-28, 2005 meeting were approved as written.

NEMA Staff noted that the meeting is to be conducted in accordance with the NEMA Guidelines. The agenda was approved as submitted.

2. MEMBERSHIP

Michael Anderson announced that this is his last meeting. His successor representing Landis + Gyr is Dr. Bin Qiu. It was noted that a new Chair would need to be appointed.  By vote, Dr. Avy Moise (current Vice Chair) was appointed as Chair and Mr. R. Tucker as Vice-Chair. 

3. Updated Contribution List

Power Quality - Dr. Snyder is the chair of this working group (Contribution TF0002-034-6).   This contribution is to be moved into the working document

XML Form scopes – Dr. Moise indicated that this contribution is not ready for presentation and said if it is still not ready by next meeting he will withdraw the contribution.

Data Source Extensions - A presentation was then given by Mr. E. Beroset.  The focus was on what challenges currently exists in the C12.19 working draft.  This work is related to item 6 of the objectives, “provide a clear framework for data source extensions” (contribution TF9901-018-8)).  The challenges are:

1) UOM limited to 255 types

2) No capability to describe UOM

3) No ability to re-use UOM

4) Suitability for use in other context

5) Backward compatibility

6) Alignment of T16

7) Too many tables to be read to determine UOM

8) In table 22 still restricted to 255 sources

9) Decade 1, Decade 10, Decade 17 - Too many ways to do the same thing

Suggest Decade 1 + Decade 10 = Extension Source

The term deprecated was defined as a requirement implemented in this standard and retained in this standard but may be removed in the next revision of the standard.  In other words, the requirement appears two times in a row and may be removed in the 3rd revision.

Objectives below were noted and voted on for direction of WG2:

· Address problem of UOM reusability (7 affirmative,0 neg)

· Allow minimal change but maintain compatibility with previous releases of decade 1 (8 affirmative, 0 neg)

· Attempt to have all sources in one decade (6 affirmative, 0 neg)

· Facilitate ability to discover which tables have changed in a meter using simple/available calculation (7 affirmative, 0 neg)

A Presentation was given by (M. Veillette) as Contribution TF0510-130-1 and noted that it could be a potential solution to above noted objectives.  D. Ellis suggested the following use case:

CT= 1500/5 = 300

VT= 1200/1 

Display Multiplier = 10,000

XFMR Factor = 360,000

PM pulse value = 54 Kwh/pulse

Internal register = 360,000

Secondary =1kwH

Primary= 360000 kwh

Display = 36 formatted 00036

Action Item: Group to revisit deal in sources transformer loss compensation issues.

*In summary, contribution TF0510-130-1 (M. Veillette) allows the user the ability to do following: (Parenthetical note shows level of WG2 support for inclusion of concept of tasks1 – 7 in the working document)

1) Label your measurement (4y, 2n, 3abs)

2) Understand how to format the measurement on a remote station display (4y, 2n, 1abs)

3) Unambiguously describe how measurements are transported raw, physical units primary, physical units secondary and as displayed by the meter. (7y, 0n, 1abs)

4) Re-use of sources (7y, 0n, 1abs)

5) Re-use of multipliers (8y, 0n, 0abs)

6) Definition of context where source may be used (6y, 2n, 1abs)

7) Implemented in new decade (Decade 10) (2y, 1n, 5abs)

*Note: concept for 4, 5 and 6 already exist in working document

A workgroup was formed to futher develop this contribution TF0510-130-1 (Members of workgroup are R.Tucker, E. Beroset, D. Ellis, M.Veillette, M. Anderson, and Ed Beroset. as leader)

Improvement on Meter Multipliers for gas/water and electricity meters (Contribution TF0510-129-1.doc and as modified TF0510-129-2) Presenter Dr. Moise) - This contribution presents clarification of decade 1 to include water and gas devices and provides statement to address SET 1 to SET 2.

By vote of 3y, 7no (this contribution was rejected).  Note- Although rejected – The submitter noted it is an important piece of the decade 1 workgroup activity and  strongly encouraged the workgroup to consider its merits.

3.1 Working Document

Mr. Penn distributed the working draft WG2-0507.doc (dated 10/13/2005) prior to the meeting and began review using this document. 

ACTION: G. Zinkowski, R. Tucker, V. Nguyen, N. Balko, A. Snyder, A. Moise will be assigned specific editorial responsibilities on decade portions of the document.  There will be presentations at the next meeting.

ACTION: Editor Decade 12 and Decade 13 as existing in WG1 to be brought into this document.  Contribution TF-0002-34-6 will be integrated into the document.  Also, user defined tables (Decade 8) gets added back into the document in the form that it was in 1997
