· A C12.18 application level sequence of transactions shall be defined to cause the end-device to send data and enable the testing of luminance, wavelength and sensitivity

· List test equipment and tractability to standards

· Specify accuracy and range requirements of equipment but avoid naming specific manufacturers

· Add some recognition that this may not be possible to test unless the manufacturer has made provisions to allow turning on LED.
