At the September meeting the members developed a list of areas to be addressed, as follows:

· IEC and ANSI type 2 polarity light levels

· Index and Offset with pending tables

· Gas and water optical port use (define new port for gas meters)

· Other protocols on optical port (multi-protocol recognition)

· C12.18 and C12.1 coordination (where is the rest of the hardware  defined?)

· IEEE 100-2000 glossary “utility” definition (user/utility/agent terms used)

· Error codes – consistent rules and definitions (across C18, C19, C20, and C.21)

· Mis-categorization of negotiate service (move from layer 7 to layer 2)

· Reference C12.21 and C12.19

· Sessionless (new mode)

· Layer 2 harmonization with C21 and C22 (discussion of use of NAK in multi-drop, escape/transparency harmonize Layer 2 of C12 with C18)

· Typeface of the working document (per ANSI Style Manual – Ariel for text and courier for mono-spaced)

· Staff to acquire and distribute to the members and electronic version of the C18 standard

At the current meeting, it was agreed to defer action on the standard until 2003 after work on C12.22/C12.19 or C12.23 is completed. Contributions will be accepted and filed for future reference. The timeline for completion is mid-2004.

5. MOU for C12.23
