1. APPROVAL OF MINUTES

Mr. Snyder requested clarification regarding the acceptance of the contribution on meter registration/TDL availability.  It was noted that accepting the contribution does not mean immediate implementation, it means that contribution was accepted to allow for possible further activity.

The minutes of subcommittee meeting held at NEMA Headquarters in Rosslyn, VA, USA on April 28, 2003 were approved as submitted.
2. Approval of the Agenda

The agenda was approved as submitted. 

3. MEMBERSHIP

There was a correction to Mr. Snyder’s information.  Secretary will reflect updates in future rosters.  

4. Maintenance of ANSI C12.18-1996

Secretary was to work with Measurement Canada and IEEE for execution of the MOU for C12.18 but noted that there were several questions regarding the current status/future plans of C12.18 and, therefore, there was no movement on the MOU.  It was noted that in 2002, there should have been an extension request, not a reaffirmation request.

It was suggested that the subcommittee begin accepting contributions for C12.18 and that they be sent to Mr. Kotewa until an editor and/or a working group has been established.

Action:

· Secretary to verify current status of C12.18 and provide electronic copy of document for basis of working document.

· Secretary to work with Measurement Canada and IEEE for execution of the MOU.

5. maintenance of ansi c12.19-1997

Mr. Penn reported that that he is working to provide an updated copy of the working document to members but is waiting on some key information.  He hopes to have a copy of the working document available before the St. Louis meeting in September 2003.  

It was proposed that C12.17 WG2 have an interim draft revision of the document based on the current contribution and that should be compiled in a special session.  There was no decision on the proposal.

It was noted that the standard planned balloting date should be moved from the end of 2003 to the end of 2004.
6. maintenance of ansi c12.21-1999

Secretary was to work with Measurement Canada and IEEE for execution of the MOU for C12.21 but noted that there were several questions regarding the current status/future plans of C12.21 and, therefore, there was no movement on the MOU.  

Action:

· Secretary to verify current status of C12.21 and provide electronic copy of document for basis of working document.

· Secretary to work with Measurement Canada and IEEE for execution of the MOU.

7. ansi c12.22-200x

Members noted that the target dates for this document would probably be pushed out one year, for a target draft completion of 2004.  
8. ansi c12.23-200x

Ms. Zinkowski noted that WG3 did not want to hold working group meetings on C12.23 until the work on C12.19 and/or C12.22 is complete.  It was suggested and agreed that it would be useful to use Measurement Canada as a forum to begin C12.23 work.

Action:

· Ms. Zinkowski and Mr. Nguyen will work to coordinate C12.23 activity within the Measurement Canada meetings.

9. Meter Registration / TDL Availability

Members reviewed the contribution (SC0304-001-1) and focused on the following items:

· NEMA, IEEE and Measurement Canada shall have first right for refusal to the intellectual property developed for the creation, operation and maintenance of the registries; subject to their facilitation and contribution into the project.

· NEMA shall provide to the registrar free and clear a right to use license to the Root ApTitle and Root Class object IDs currently registered by NEMA on behalf of C12.

There was also extensive discussion regarding the information under “Access and Fees” and how/who might provide the funding to implement this project.  Members agreed to address funding issues after a decision on implementation was reached.   

It was noted that C12.22 was developed with the assumption that this project would be implemented.  

It was moved that IEEE, Measurement Canada and NEMA receive the contribution and that a system be implemented for the purpose of right of refusal.  The motion passed (Approve: 6; Oppose: 0; Abstain: 2).

Action:

· Dr. Moise will reformat the contribution into proposal form and send it to the Secretary, who will distribute the proposal to NEMA, IEEE and Measurement Canada.  

10. Other Business

There was no other business discussed.

11. Meeting Schedule

The next meeting is in St. Louis, MO, U.S.A. on September 9, 2003.  This meeting will be held in conjunction with the Measurement Canada, IEEE SCC31 and C12.17 WG2 meetings during the week of September 8 – 12, 2003.
