1. APPROVAL OF MINUTES

The minutes of the subcommittee meeting held in Toronto, Ontario, Canada on January 26, 2004 were approved by the absence of comments or negative responses.
2. Approval of the Agenda

The following items were added to the agenda:

· Discussion of C12.22 MOU

The agenda was accepted as amended.

3. MEMBERSHIP

Members updated roster

4. Maintenance of ANSI C12.18-1996 (WG4)

Staff reported that the draft MOU has been approved by Measurement Canada.  NEMA is it waiting to hear back from IEEE before issuing the document.  

Dr. Snyder reported that Mr. Balko was elected the editor for WG4 and that WG4 approved 5 contributions.

5. maintenance of ansi c12.19-1997 (WG2)

Mr. Anderson reported that the document is scheduled for completion by the end of this meeting to allow for editing before issuing the ANSI ballot.  He also noted that the interpretation request from Schlumberger Electricity, Inc. would be addressed in the April 2004 meeting.

Mr. Nguyen request an additional copy of the MOU for C12.19

Action:

· Staff to forward copy of C12.19 MOU to Measurement Canada.

6. maintenance of ansi C12.21-1999 (WG4)

Staff reported that the draft MOU has been approved by Measurement Canada.  NEMA is it waiting to hear back from IEEE before issuing the document.  

Dr. Snyder reported that Mr. Balko was elected the editor for WG4 and that WG4 approved 5 contributions.

7. ansi c12.22 – 200x (WG1)

Mr. Beroset reported that the draft completion for C12.22 is scheduled for July 2004 and there is an action item to host a conference call to address outstanding contributions before July 2004.  There was concern regarding the feasibility of completing the draft by 2004 and staff noted that due to funding constraints, the document should be completed by July 2004. 

Dr. Moise expressed concerns on the contribution number assignment process and distribution of contributions before contributions numbers assigned.  There was a discussion on how the process is supposed to work and a suggestion to verify if there is a method for automatic contribution number assignment.

There was a question regarding the MOU for C12.22 and it was noted that there was no MOU because IEEE is not participating in the project and Measurement Canada did not need an MOU with NEMA.  After further discussion, it was decided that there should be a MOU between NEMA and Measurement Canada for the standard.  Staff agreed to develop a draft before April 30, 2004.

Action:

· Staff to develop a draft before April 30, 2004.

· Mr. Beroset to verify the feasibility of an automatic contribution number assignment.

8. ansi C12.23-200x (WG3)

Staff reported that there is agreement between IEEE, Measurement Canada and NEMA on the MOU and the only outstanding issues are the signatures.  Staff expects the MOU to be completed before the next meeting.
Ms. Zinkowski reported that there was extensive discussion on the implementation document and there are activities to validate the working document.  There was a question on the September 2004 contribution cut-off date and it was noted that the date might be revisited depending on the progress of the document.

9. Meter Registration / TDL Availability

It was reported that a response was sent to NEMA 8EI-1 regarding the questions on the C12.19/C12.22 registry proposal (http://forums.nema.org/~ansi_c12-17/upload/Registry-FDOS-ResponseSigned_NEMA%281%29.pdf).  Mr. Snyder reported that the members of 8EI-1 requests that the verification portion of the proposal be removed.  It was noted that once the verification portion is removed, 8EI-1 would request NEMA staff to perform a cost analysis to implement the registry.  There was discussion on the validity of removing the verification portion of the proposal and whether or not the needs to be more clarification of the standard.  Staff noted that Measurement Canada originally accepted the proposal and staff is awaiting re-confirmation of the proposal based off the NEMA questions/response.  Staff also noted that IEEE is still reviewing the proposal and has not responded.

Action:

· Staff to forward official NEMA response to SC17 for consideration.

10. Other Business

10.1. C12.17 Funding for 2004

Staff reported that AMRA has a funding commitment to NEMA to fund the C12 ANSI Secretariat through July 2004.  Staff noted that the completion of the C12.18, C12.19, C12.21 and C12.22 drafts would make the subsequent funding request to AMRA for a September 2004 meeting (including the issuance of the ANSI ballots) more “attractive”.  It was noted that NEMA is also exploring other organizations for funding support for the Secretariat, as should the members.

There was also extensive conversation regarding the ANSI Secretariat funding issues and the possibility of getting a different ANSI Secretariat.  It was noted that C12 Main has no intentions of not continuing to have NEMA as the ANSI Secretariat at this time.  Members questioned whether they could have C12 meetings without the Secretariat present if they are not making any decisions and it was stated that the Secretary must be present at all ANSI meeting.
