Mr. Magnan made opening remarks pertaining to the importance of the task force work and market influences.

He said that the challenge for Measurement Canada is to be proactive in working with utilities to lower costs and improve efficiency. Security is also an issue, and security protocols should be approached very carefully.

7. metering communication, implement and issues (dr. moise)

Dr. Moise expressed his hope that the committee members will work together.  He is concerned that the committee’s sense of urgency and formality has declined, and he has prepared a contribution to try to elevate the committee’s outlook. Some of the wording of the contribution was cause for concern among some attendees. Dr. Moise acknowledged that the wording may not communicate precisely what he intends, and that he will re-work the wording into a version 2. The e-copy will be distributed to the members, and they are invited to refine it. Mr. Beroset said that, wording concerns notwithstanding, the contribution is valuable and should be refined and considered.
