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1. Reviewed minutes from the Bromont Meeting, 09-01-200.  Minutes accepted as ammended

1.1. ACTION ITEM from previous meeting:  Avy to recirculate “Procedures for Task Force” and members roster to group. 

1.2. The documents were distributed by Vuong Nguyen prior to meeting. He solicitated inputs/comments off-line on the documents to update if it is so required. 

2. J. Richardson, as liasion to the VA JWG, reported on the progress. The working group intent was to try to deal with the potential inequity resulting from the various methods used in the determination of VA and VA hours. 

2.1. Executive Summary:  Progress identifying the state of the industry.  However, much work remains to be done. 

2.2. Working Group: Joint effort by MC and the CEA.  Refer to the Summary of VA Joint Working Group Activities document for membership list. 

2.3. Goal is to address potential inequity, to choose a single, ideal method with variables defined.

2.4. Works is inprogress. It is planned to be completed by June 2006 and submitted to EPAC and MC for consideration. 

3. Report from MC/CEA Joint Working Group on LUM, by V. Nguyen.    

3.1. The LUM JWG was formed to:

3.1.1. Issue of legal unit of measurement (LUM) being retrieved from an approved metering device, transported to other devices, i.e. recorder, further processed.

3.1.2. The JWG identified and defined the various LUMs. 

3.1.3. On transporting of LUM between devices, an approved device to others, the JWG  is looking for input/feedback from Task Force Member. MC’s view is the ANSI Metering Communication Suite Standard would potentially be certifiable public standards to recognized by MC. The view is based on the work of ANSI C12.23 – 200X soon  to be published and it completion would help the certication of devices for compliance with the Standards and would accept that the device is capable of accurately, safely and authenticately transports LUM between devices.

3.1.4. The further process of LUM is based on the recommendation of the VA JWG.

3.1.5. It is expected the work of the LUM JWG to be completed by September 2006.

4. Optical Port Use: There were not adequate time for the presentation. It was proposed to recess the meeting and to continue on the next morning at 08:00 until 08:30.

5. There was not enough members present @ 08:00 on 2006 05 02. Hence the meeting was adjourned at 08:20.
